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General description of WEB scheduling:

The Web scheduling capability of RFMSS 2002 was designed to allow the users without connectivity through the MILNET the ability to request training facilities.  The user will require the following:

· A workstation with web connectivity (due to continuing security changes it is recommended that the user obtain a TSACS account from the local facility)
· A valid RFMSS 2002 User ID and Password assignment by the Training Facility Functional Administrator (FA)

· Connectivity between the RFMSS web server and the RFMSS application server on the facility 

When the user accesses the application via the web, data is passed from their location to the RFMSS web server.  The RFMSS web server validates the User ID and Password and will establish a connection via a secure link to the Range Facility server.  Data is then passed from the user to the application server and back via the RFMSS web server.  



Web access allows the customer to view a DEMO of the RFMSS 2002 application, view the two week calendar, submit standard and non-standard requests for training facilities, and view/print Range Bulletins. 
The RFMSS web server address is https://rfmss.lmfs.belvoir.army.mil.

Gaining Access to the RFMSS 2002 WEB site:


To gain access to the RFMSS 2002 system the user must log onto a PC with WEB access.  Once the WEB site opens, if the user desires to visit only the WEB demo, they may make their selection of ‘RFMSS 2002 Demo’ in the left column by placing the curser over the verbiage and clicking.  Should the user desire to access the RFMSS 2002 application at a specific installation they will need to contact the range facility Functional Administrator (FA) and request a User ID and Password.  Each installation local policy will outline exact procedures and required documentation for that facility.  Once the user has obtained a User ID and Password for the installation of interest, they may log on to the RFMSS 2002 web site via the internet by opening the WEB page, selecting the installation of interest, and then (when prompted) entering their User ID and Password.  The web page will look like the one shown below.
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Once on the web page use the mouse to select (point and click) the desired site.  The WEB page is designed to provide guidance as the user navigates through the different pages.  
Viewing the RFMSS 2002 DEMO 

To gain access to the RFMSS 2002 DEMO contact the RFMSS Help Desk and obtain a User ID and Password.  When contacting the Help Desk specify that the User ID and Password requested is for the DEMO.   NOTE: User ID and Passwords for the DEMO will not allow access to active RFMSS database and the User ID and Passwords for the active RFMSS database will not gain access to the DEMO.  The below window is what will be seen when the RFMSS 2002 DEMO is selected:
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To access the DEMO, enter User ID and Password and click on the Enter button.  The Demo is a canned database residing on the web server containing set up table data.  The set up tables and the relationships established therein are static and cannot be altered by the user.  This allows the DEMO to ‘look and feel’ and FUNCTION like the ‘live’ database.  It is important to understand that all users accessing the DEMO will be inputting data into the same database and therefore the data displayed will be dynamic.   
Selecting an Installation

Selecting an Installation requires clicking on the command Group listing that the installation belongs to, then clicking on the specific installation.  In the below example the USARC Sites was selected.  

Note:  Installation will be activated only after RFMSS 2002 has been installed. If the site name is in blue font and is underlined it has been activated.  If the site name is in black font it has not been activated.  If the site is a current RFMSS-C site, check under the ‘RFMSS-C Sites’ to see if the site has been activated there.
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As seen below, the system will identify the Range Facility selected (Devens RFTA below) and require a valid User ID and Password to log into the Facility database.  To obtain a valid ID and Password the user must contact the installation RFMSS 2002 application Functional Administrator (FA).  If the user is to be allowed access to the application on that installation the FA will add the users unit to his local database and assign a unit ID and password.  
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Once the user ID and Password has been entered and accepted by the system the user will see the following window and be required to select the next desired action.
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NOTE: Through out the application, all data entry fields labeled with an Asterisk (*) and in Red are MANDATORY fields.  The system will not allow the user to advance past that window without an entry in that field.  

The Two Week Calendar

It is strongly recommended that all schedulers start the request submission process from the Two week Calendar.  Starting at the Two Week Calendar allows the user to see if there are any conflicts, scheduling or safety, on a desired facility prior to filling out the request forms.  This can be a time saving process.  When the Two Week Calendar is selected the following window opens:
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To display the two week calendar – 


1.  Select the Start Date - To select a ‘Start Date’ click on the drop down menu.  The user may select the desired date that will be the first date displayed in the Two Week Calendar. If no ‘Start Date’ is selected the application will default to show today’s date and the ‘Start Date’ will default to the next days date.  

2.  Select the RC ID - To assist the user in refining the listing displayed on the two week calendar there is the RC ID data field.  This data field will display all established RFMSS 2002 fire desk operations on the installation.  Multiple fire desks are established by the range control management.  Often times the purpose for designating multiple fire desks is because of geographical location or the function of a specific set of training assets.  The use of multiple fire desks is established and dictated by local range policy and built into the application by the FA.  The RC ID data field will automatically default to ‘All’ when the two week calendar is opened.   If the user knows the installation is running multiple fire desks, and knows which fire desk the desired facility is assigned to, the user may further refine their facility listing by selecting that fire desk.  

3. Select By:  Event or Facility Type 


Selecting the Event radio button will display a listing of all events that are built into the database.  The user must select the specific training event that they are requesting facilities for.  When the ‘Get 2-Week Calendar’ button is clicked upon the application will display only those facilities that will accommodate the training selected.  

  
OR


Selecting a Facility Type radio button will display a listing of all the ‘facility type’ groups established in the database.  The user must select the facility type that they are requesting.  When the ‘Get 2-Week Calendar’ button is clicked upon the application will display only those facilities that have been assigned to that ‘facility type’ group listing.
NOTE:  RFMSS 2002 uses a relational database to establish ‘Standard Events’.  The ‘Standard Event’ is built by the FA in the application set up tables where relationships between each facility, select events, and specific weapons/ammunition are established.  This relationship establishes that the facility is capable of supporting specific events and weapons/ammo without any modification.  Additionally, in the set up tables, facilities are built into ‘facility types’ groups.    

4.  Click on Get 2-Week Calendar. The Two Week Calendar window will open as seen below.  The legend on the bottom of the window will explain the codes used in the Two Week Calendar.  
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To submit a request for a specific facility and date from the two week calendar the user places the curser over the block that corresponds to the desired facility row and the desired date column and single clicks.  This will open a request form.  Fill out the form as required (see ‘Submitting a Standard Request’).  Once the request is submitted click on the Two Week Calendar link, reset the filters, click on Get 2-Week Calendar.  The Two Week Calendar will reflect the submitted request.  


To view safety conflicts – Safety conflicts are established in the application set up tables by the FA.  To view a description of the safety conflict place the curser over the block on the two week calendar and double click.  Safety conflicts are displayed on the two week calendar by an X appearing in the block.
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To view scheduling conflicts – Should the user desire a facility that is already scheduled, indicated on the two week calendar by either a ‘R’ for a pending request or a numeric (1,2,3, etc.) indicating approved reservation(s), they may double click on that block and the following conflict window will be displayed.  This window allows the user to see the facility, the unit scheduled, the event being trained, and the dates/times for the scheduled training.  
Note: Requests for Co-Use cannot be submitted via the WEB.  It is recommended that a co-use agreement be established, following local policy and procedures, prior to submitting the request.  If the co-use is approved, it is further recommended that references be made (such as co-use approved by, approval date, POC for approval) to the co-use agreement on the request submitted by the co-using unit.  
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Click on the New Request button and the system will pull up a request form.  Fill in the request form and submit.  The Range Scheduler, and local policy, will determine what action will be taken with the request.

User Notes:

Submitting the Request 

Double clicking a specific block on the two week calendar, selecting the Standard Request, or selecting the Non-Standard Request will bring the user to the below screen:
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If the user double clicked on the two week calendar the *Facility and *Start Date and *End Date will default to the data selected on the two week calendar and open a Standard Request form.  If the user opened the Request Form by selecting the Standard Request or Non Standard Request (if available) the data fields will display blank.
Submitting a Standard Request (or Hold) – In the system set up tables relationships between each facility, select events, and specific weapons/ammunition are established.  This relationship establishes that the facility is capable of supporting specific events and weapons/ammo without any modification.   When submitting a Standard Request the drop down fields will only show those events, weapons, and ammunitions that have been established in this relationship.  The user selects required data from the drop down lists and submits the request.  
Submitting a Non-Standard Request (or Hold) – The difference between the Standard Request and Non-Standard Request is the relational database is bypassed when submitting a Non-Standard Request.  NOTE: Local policy at each installation may or may not allow the submission of Non-Standard Requests.  If local policy will not allow the submission of a Non-Standard Request the option will not show when the unit logs in.  When filling out the Non-Standard Request the drop down fields will display ALL possibilities, not just those relationships established in the tables as with a Standard Event request.  Submitting a Non- Standard Request may require the range cadre to modify the range in some manner or establish special support.  As a result, some installations will have using units contact range control to submit Non-Standard Requests.  The form is the same form.  The data contained in the drop down fields will be different.

Data fields:


RCNI – The RCNI will not populate until the request has been submitted.  Once the request has been submitted the RCNI will be assigned to that request permanently.  This is the number that the user will use to look up the request in the application.  


*Unit – This is a mandatory field.  The user will select, from the drop down, what unit is requesting training.  


Sponsor – If there is a Sponsoring Unit for the unit requesting the training, (and that sponsor has not been added to the database) the user will select the Sponsoring unit from the drop down.  If a Sponsor has been established in the database by the FA this information will auto populate when the unit is selected

Form XYZ – This is a User definable data field.  If there is additional data that the range schedulers need to collect from the user (that is not already addressed on the form) this is where they may request/require the data.  If there is no additional data required this field may not appear at all.  This data field title may change at the discretion of the installation FA.

Priority – This field will auto populate if there has been a priority assigned to the unit requesting the facility.


*Start Date - This is a mandatory field.  This is the first day that the facility is being requested.


*End Date -  This is a mandatory field.  This is the last day that the facility is being requested.


POC – The POC data field will auto populate if the data has been built into the database.  If there is no data built in the user may input a POC.


Did you read the SOP - This is a User definable data field.  If there is additional data that the range schedulers need to collect from the user (that is not already addressed on the form) this is where they may request/require the data.  If there is no additional data required this field may not appear at all.  This data field title may change at the discretion of the installation FA.

Request/Hold – The application will default this data field to Request.  If the user is submitting a Hold, and local policy will allow this action, click on the drop down and select Hold.

Submitted Date –This data field auto populates, the user has no input.  This is the date that the request was submitted.  


Days until training – This data field auto populates, the user has no input.  This is the number of days until training is scheduled to begin on this facility. 

Phone - The phone data field will auto populate if the data has been built into the database.  The User cannot input data into this data field.


Text 3 - This is a User definable data field.  If there is additional data that the range schedulers need to collect from the user (that is not already addressed on the form) this is where they may request/require the data.  If there is no additional data required this field may not appear at all.  This data field title may change at the discretion of the installation FA.

Standard Event check block – The application will default to placing a checkmark in this block.  The checkmark indicates the relational data base is being used to extract data which is shown in the data field drop downs.   If the users are authorized to remove the check mark (this is established in the application default table set up by the Functional Administrator) the data drop down fields will display all appropriate data in the database.  

*Event - This is a mandatory field.  The user must select a training event.


*Facility - This is a mandatory field.  The user must select the facility being requested.


When the data fields above have been entered the next step is to click on the word ‘Add’.  The following screen will display:

Note: If the user desires to submit additional facility requests on the same request form they must select the event and facility again and then click on ‘Add’ button.  Each time these actions are completed an additional line will appear in the list below.
Note: The *Event and *Facility data fields are now blank but there is a line on the screen just below the data fields that indicates the event and facility that was previously selected.  Additionally, there is now a new set of data fields on the bottom of the display.  Within the blue strip on the screen there are blocks with labels inside.  These are additional tabs that have data fields.  These data fields address additional information about the event/facility now displayed in the blue field.  The user must open each tab to input data.  The user must be very careful to assure that the event desired is in the blue field before inputting/updating data tabs for that event.  
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Completing the tabs portion of the Request form – There are 7 tabs across the bottom of the Request Form.  These tabs are as follows and are individually discussed below:

· General Info – This tab addresses only the event/facility displayed in the blue field.
· Communication - This tab addresses the entire request.
· Vehicle - This tab addresses only the event/facility displayed in the blue field.
· *Weapons Ammo - This tab addresses only the event/facility displayed in the blue field.
· Conflict - This tab addresses only the event/facility displayed in the blue field.
· Restriction - This tab addresses only the event/facility displayed in the blue field.
· User Fields - This tab addresses only the event/facility displayed in the blue field.

General Info tab – The application will default to this tab when the ‘Add’ is clicked upon.
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Communication tab – 
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There are three radial buttons on the Communication tab which provides means of general communication associated with the request.  They are the Memo, Special Instructions, and Unit Activity radials.  By clicking on the radial the specific communication can be read.  


The Memo XE "Memo"  field is used for general communication about the Request by the customer to communicate information to the Range Control.


The Special Instruction field is used by Range Control to communicate to the unit and its chain-of-command.   

The Unit Activity field is used by the unit to describe any unusual needs associated with the Request.     

Vehicle Tab – 
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The Vehicle XE "Vehicle"  tab of the Request Form XE "Request Form"  displays the vehicles.  An event and a facility must be selected before choosing a vehicle type.  The estimated quantity of each type of vehicle is to be entered.  Note that when multiple Events/Facilities are being input on a single request form the vehicle data being input will apply to the Event/Facility displayed in the blue line unless the Apply All button is clicked.  Only vehicles that are going beyond the hardstand parking area and actually into the training areas/ranges are to be entered into the Request Form.

A.  Add button – The user selects the vehicle and quantity for that vehicle.  To attach that data to the request form, event/facility line, the user must click the ‘Add’ button.  If there is more than one type of vehicle to be used during training the user must select the next vehicle, input the quantity for that vehicle, and then click on the ‘Add’ button again.  This process must be duplicated for each vehicle type to post the information on the request form.  There will be a listing below the data fields that will show each entry for that specific event/facility.  
B.  Apply All button – When multiple Events/Facilities are being input on a single Request Form and the same Vehicle(s) are being used for all scheduled Events/Facilities, input the vehicle(s), click the ‘Add’ button to place it on this event, and then click the Apply All button.  This will attach that vehicle to each Event/Facility on the Request.  


*Weapon Ammo Tab – Mandatory Tab!!!
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The Weapon/Ammo Tab is mandatory and at a minimum the tab must be opened.  If there is no weapon or ammo to be used the default entry of ‘None’ is acceptable.  The Weapon and Ammunition lists are standard listings of the Army inventory plus any local entries by the FA.  Additions to this list may be made at the local level by the FA if required.


The Weapon Model and DODIC that appear in the drop down list are populated from the Facility-Weapon, Facility-Ammunition and Weapon-Ammunition tables for standard requests or from the complete database list if a non-standard request is being built.  If the STD Event check box is selected only those weapons and ammos build in the relational database will be displayed for selection.  If STD EVENT is not selected, the check mark is removed, then all weapons and ammo in the system will be displayed in the Weapon Model and DODIC pull down lists. 

A.  Add button – The user selects the weapon and DODIC for the training.  To attach that data to the request form, event/facility line, the user must click the ‘Add’ button.  If there is more than one weapon and DODIC to be used during training the user must select the next weapon and DODIC and then click on the ‘Add’ button again.  This process must be duplicated for each weapon and DODIC being used during training to post the information on the request form.  There will be a listing below the data fields that will show each entry for that specific event/facility.  
B.  Apply All button – When multiple Events/Facilities are being input on a single Request Form and the same weapon and DODIC are being used for all scheduled Events/Facilities, input the weapon and DODIC, click the ‘Add’ button to place it on this event, and click the Apply All button.  This will attach that weapon and DODIC to each Event/Facility on the Request.  


Once the weapon/ammo data has been attached to the record the display will appear as below:
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Weapon Vertical Hazards (Weapon Vert. Haz.) associated with a weapon are indicated if they have been entered in the Weapon XE "Weapon"  setup table.  

Conflict Tab – 
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 XE "Conflict" The Conflict XE "Conflict"  tab of the Request Form XE "Request Form"  window identifies the Scheduling, Safety, and Environmental conflicts associated with the request’s selected event-facility.  If there is a conflict, the label of the radio button is active.  Otherwise, the radio button label is grayed out.   Click on the desired radio button to view active conflicts. 


The Scheduling conflict XE "Conflict"  window lists any other requests that are scheduled on the facility for that day.


The Safety conflict XE "Conflict"  window lists all safety conflicts resulting from entries in the Facility-Facility Conflict XE "Facility Conflict" , Facility-Event Conflict and Facility-Ammunition XE "Ammunition"  Event Conflict setup tables.


The Environmental conflict XE "Conflict"  window lists all environmental conflicts resulting from entries in the Facility-Environmental Conflict setup table.

Restriction Tab – 
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The Restriction XE "Restriction"  tab of the Request Form XE "Request Form"  window enables the user to view any Waivers, Prerequisites, Limitations, and available Equipment associated with the selected event and/or facility.  The restrictions on the facilities can be established for specific time frames or long term in the set up table.  Equipment is also established in the set up table.

View any information on each of these restriction types by clicking the applicable radio button: Waivers, Prerequisites and Limitations.  The system will display specific data fields containing information affecting the request.  The waivers, prerequisites, and limitations are derived from the Facility, Restriction XE "Restriction"  setup table and are based on the facility and event.

A Limitation would be any restriction that could keep the facility from being operated at full capacity (i.e. limited hours of operation due to noise abatement).   

A Prerequisite would be a requirement for the user to take some action prior to facility usage (i.e. attend special briefing or specialized training courses).  

A Waiver would be the requirement to obtain special permission to conduct specific types of training (i.e. fire fighting training during a dry season).  

Selecting the Equipment XE "Equipment"  radio button displays support facilities/equipment associated in the database with the selected facility.  The equipment data originates from the Facility, Facility-Support Facility XE "Support Facility"  setup table.  The facility description field is derived from the Facility setup table.
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User Fields tab – 
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The Impact Area data field allows the user to select an Impact Area if there are more than one available for use for the facility being requested.


The Display Code data field can be used for several purposes just as the other user defined fields.  The advantage of this field is the data entered in it will display on the range control operator’s fire desk.  Therefore, it can be used to identify the requester’s sub-units.  (Example: If a battalion is submitting a request, companies, platoons, or other detachments involved in each training event/facility can be identified.)  On some installations, the Display Code data field is used by Range Control personnel to track units and training events.  At other installations it is used to associate a call sign with the specified event.  Range Control personnel can also assign this code from the Display Code Assignment window.  If the Fire Desk is set up to view the Display Codes the data entered here will automatically populate on the Fire Desk display the day the training is scheduled.

The User Field XE "User Field" s tab of the Request Form XE "Request Form"  window displays six data fields that are tied to the highlighted event/facility.  Functional Administrators may designate these data fields for any purpose deemed necessary. 
Reviewing Requests 

Selecting the Review Requests will display the following window:
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To view the Request Summary the user selects the date for training.  The search may be further filtered by selecting a specific Unit, Status, Facility, or Event.  Once the user has selected the filters desired click on the Filter Requests button and the requests will display as shown above.


To review a submitted request place the curser over the RCNI number and double click.  This will pull the Request Summary for viewing.  

Modifying Requests

Modifying a request may be done by the submitting unit until it has been approved by range control.  Upon range control approval it is now a reservation.  Reservations can only be modified by range control.  To modify a request the submitting unit must select ‘Review Requests’ from the left hand column.  If the submitting unit selects a request they submitted there will be a block on the bottom of the form, ‘Update Request’, as seen below. 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Clicking the ‘Update Request’ will open the request form that was submitted.  The user updates/makes changes as required.  Once the request form has been changed/updated the user clicks the OK button on the request form.  The request is now submitted under the same RCNI number with the updates/changes.  To verify the user may again select the ‘Review Requests’ from the left hand column and view the RCNI as posted in the application.
Request Processing 

Selecting the Review Requests will display the following window:
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To process a request the user must be established in the Chain Of Command (COC) in the system set up tables.  To view the submitted requests the user selects the date when training is to take place.  The search may be further filtered by selecting a specific Unit, Status, Facility, or Event.  Once the user has selected the desired filters click on the Filter Requests button and the requests will display as shown.  To process a specific request place the curser on the radio button in front of the RCNI and click.  This will activate the radio button and a dot will appear in the button.  Next place the curser on the button labeled with the action desired to be applied to the request (i.e. Approve, Cancel, Disapprove, Re-initiate, Request Approval Log, or Hold to request).  The action is taken in the system to update the database with the action.  To verify the action was accepted in the system place the curser over the Filter Requests and click.  The request will be seen again but the Status and/or Sub Status will reflect the change.  
(The Sub Status will reflect the next higher lever of approval required as established in the set up tables.)

Range Bulletin 

The Range Bulletin will display the scheduled range activities during the selected time frames.  Below is an example of the Range bulletin window.
