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A.  Characterization for all of the below is Honorable, unless Uncharacterized (para 2-11) or General Under Honorable conditions (Ch 3 Sect III) is warranted.   
1.  Non-Citizens 


Soldier who either;


a.  Fails/refuses to provide a US address upon release from active duty (probably IADT);


b.  Leaves the US to reside permanently in another country;


c.  Visits soldier’s home country for more than 6 months continuously.

2.  Ministers of Religion and Divinity Students 

a.  Ordination not required.

b.  Discharged upon soldier request and proof of full time employment or enrollment in divinity or theological education.

3.  Maximum Age- 60


a.  This provisions is waivable.


b.  Soldier may apply for retired reserve transfer.

4.  Approved Exemption From Activation  (AR-601-25).

5.  USAR Dual Status Technician (ex. Unit Administrators)


a.  Loss of technician employment or;

b. Separation from civilian employment.

6.  Early Discharge of Soldier With a Bar to Reenlistment


a.  There must be no statutory obligation.


b.  National Guard soldiers discharged early go to IRR. 

7.  Nonavailability of Standby Reserve Member


-Discharged after 12 months being unavailable for active duty (AR 601-25).

8.  For Security Reasons  (AR 604-10)

9.  Discharge from Retired Reserve

-Upon request, after 30 years 10 USC §3914

10.  HIV positive


 
-Upon request, under Ch.14 Secretarial Plenary Authority. 

11.  Medically unfit for Retention (AR 40-501,40-3)

 Unless either:

a.  A wavier granted (AR 40-501);

b.  Determined fit by a Physical Evaluation Board (PEB) (AR-635-40);

c.  Eligible for transfer to Retired Reserve; 

d.  The medical condition occurred on Active Duty, ADT, IDT (then process IAW AR 635-40).

12.  Conscientious Objector
B.  DELAYED ENTRY PROGRAM

Discharge for all below is uncharacterized except defective enlistment.


1.  Must be discharged if:



a.  Enlists in Regular Army.

b. Defective enlistment (para. 7-3). 


2.  May be Discharged if:



a.  Ineligible for enlistment in Regular Army.

b.  Declines enlistment in Regular Army and not ordered to active duty as a Reserve (10 USC §12103).

C.  DROPPING A SOLDIER FROM THE ROLLS


A soldier sentenced to state or federal confinement (other than a military court) with all appeals exhausted may be dropped from the rolls.  There is no characterization of service and no discharge certificate.
