                   Resumption of Employee CalPERS Contribution

1. Approximately three years ago, excluded and represented State Civil Service (SCS) employees and State Active Duty (SAD) service members saw a 5% increase in their payroll warrants.  This was because of a decision by the State to pay the employee’s CalPERS contribution, 5% in this case, in lieu of a 5% compensation increase (SCS employees only).  Even though SCS employees and SAD service members enjoyed this benefit, it was intended for SCS employees.  SAD service member’s compensation is tied to the military pay system.

2. Effective 1 October 2004, the normal pre-tax CalPERS deduction (5%) for excluded SCS employees and SAD service members will resume, and payroll warrants will be adjusted accordingly.
