                    Payroll Warrant for Civil Support Team (CST) Annual State Retention Bonus

1. All certified members of the California National Guard Weapons of Mass Destruction Civil Support Team (CST), are eligible
 to receive an annual State retention Bonus in the amount of two thousand dollars ($2000) on the anniversary date of each year of service as a member of the CST effective on or after 1 January 2006.

2. For purposes of this eligibility, “qualified member” means a member of the California National Guard Weapons of Mass Destruction Civil Support Team who is certified as a hazardous materials specialist or technician under laws of the state.
3. Qualified applicants who meet the eligibility requirements must complete a State Personnel CST Bonus 1 Form (27 Sep 06) and submit through their Commander to the J-3 for the Director, State Personnel Programs to be processed.
4. Additional information that all eligible personnel need to be aware of regarding this bonus are: 
a. This is reportable income.

b. An IRS 1099-MISC tax form will be issued in January of each year. 
c. No federal or state withholding taxes will be withheld from this payroll warrant.
