                    Benefits Overview Workshops for all State Personnel
1.  The Benefits Overview Workshops
 for all employees and service members are called “Increase Your Paycheck”.  The workshops cover four different benefits that are designed to help interested personnel to increase their take home pay.  The benefits that will be discussed are the FlexElect Program Medical and Dependent Care Reimbursement Accounts, Pre-Tax Parking Program, the Savings Plus Program, and Employee Suggestion Program.  This class is available to all interested employees and service members; however class size is limited.  There are seven days of training with two sessions per day available, three in Sacramento and one each in Fresno, San Francisco, Oakland and Los Angeles.  Dates, times and locations are on page one of the attached enclosure, “Increase Your Paycheck!”

The Benefits Training class is offered at no cost; however, attendees should go through their normal internal departmental training request process in order to obtain the proper approvals to attend the class on state time.  This training is considered job related and employees should be allowed to attend on state time.
