IERW Applicant Checklist (Warrant Officer 153A Pilot)

(Initial Entry rotary Wing Course, AKA:  “Flight School”)

Summary:  This checklist is a synopsis of requirements for becoming an Army Aviator and attending the US Army Initial Entry Rotary Wing Course at Fort Rucker, AL (commonly known as “flight school”).

Responsibilities:  It is the ultimate responsibility of each individual applicant to compile the information for their “flight school packet” (as listed in this checklist).  The Aviation Support Facility (AASF) Commander is additionally responsible to assist the applicant in properly compiling their packet.

Regulations:  NGR 600-101.

Age Eligibility:  ARNG applicants must be at least 18 but not have reached their 33rd birthday at the convening of the selection board (Federal Recognition Board).  It may be possible to get an age waiver (to 30 years) through the State Aviation Office.  30 years of age is the absolute limit upon entering the flight phase of training.

1.  Fort Rucker approved Class 1 Flight Physical (vision 20/50 correctable to 20/20)

2.  Letter of recommendation from current unit commander.

3.  Letter from the applicant volunteering for flight school.

4.  ASVAB test results (minimum GT of 110).

5.  FAST test (minimum of 90)
6.  DA Form 705 (APFT scorecard, certified)

7.  Recommendation from facility (AASF) commander.

8.  NGB Form 62E (application for Federal Recognition, w/endorsement).  

9.  Security clearance of “Secret” (or copy of interim clearance).

10.  Birth Certificate.

11.  Social Security Card (copy).

12.  DA Form 2-1 (certified copy).

13.  Personal resume.

14.  All service documents (i.e., DD Form 214; 215; DD Form 4-1, NGB Form 22).

15.  Highest civilian education (i.e., HS diploma/GED, college/technical school transcripts).

16.  Military school certificates (DD Form 1059).

17.  Statement of Understanding for appointment as a Warrant Officer.

18.  Statement of Understanding for Overseas Training (CAL NG 600-2).

19.  Current extension of enlistment (DA Form 4836).
