 BASIC REQUIREMENTS FOR ELIGIBILITY


Be between the ages of 18 and 46

Score 110 or above on the General Aptitude Area Test


Be a high school graduate or pass the General Education Development Test (GED)


Be a U.S. citizen by birth or naturalization


Successfully score minimum 70% on all events on the Army Physical Fitness Test (APFT)


Meet certain mandatory technical qualifications for your specific MOS (Warrant Officer Strength Manager will discuss with you)


Meet certain medical, security and licensing requirements (depending on your specific MOS – Warrant Officer Strength Manager will discuss with you)


Must currently be in a feeder MOS and/or have  significant civilian “experience associated with a feeder MOS.
